Organizations are somewhat hesitant to kick off migration tasks because it can be time and labor intensive with efficiency loss, if
not carried out correctly.

The good news is that QMetry offers excellent migration support and a FREE migration utility to seamlessly transfer your test
assets and data from one tool to another. Let's look at the Migration2QMetry utility for a proven migration process from Zephyr
to QTM4J.

This is a desktop-based utility that helps you to easily migrate from Zephyr tests and Cycles to QTM4J issue types. Here's what
you will need: :

You will need Java 1.8 as a system prerequisite to carry this out.

Your Source Jira instance must have a valid license for Zephyr to Jira and ZAPI.

Users for the source Jira instance must have browse permissions for Jira issues, Zephyr Tests
and Zephyr Executions.
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The custom fields and their values from the source project must match with the custom fields
and values in the new Jira instance destination project.
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Of course, there should be internet connectivity on the system where the utility is running.
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The Process
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Using the Migration2Qmetry utility, you can export the
source Zephyr data in a standard format excel file for each
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project. Please remember that to run the utility, you require a T RTIURN oo e g smpeer .
